· Provide guidance to trainees throughout their training on teaching and learning activities, assessments and other program requirements.
· Liaise with the Education Officer regarding inactive trainees and other trainee matters.

Responsibility to educational supervisors:

· Hold regular meetings with supervisors to review the progress of trainees.
· Ensure that supervisors are aware of their roles and provide guidance as necessary.
Other responsibilities:

· Participate in FTC meetings and teleconferences;
· Facilitate the Faculty's training objectives at a regional level.

Members are appointed to the ATC for a three-year term and can be renewed for a further term. The Committee meets three times per year via teleconferences.
